Subject: Proposed Ordinance — Hydraulic Fracturing Waste
Background

Councilor Wilkos is proposing the Town Council consider and adopt an ordinance restricting and
prohibiting the storage, disposal and use of hydraulic fracturing waste. Hydraulic fracturing, or
fracking, is the process of pumping fluid into or under the ground surface to create fractures in
rock formations for exploration, production and recovery of natural gas and oil. This process
produces a waste liquid or fluid. This waste reportedly can consist of water, brine, chemicals,
naturally occurring radioactive materials and heavy metals.

Discussion/Analysis

The State of Connecticut presently has a moratorium in place until July 2018 relative to certain
activities associated with this waste product. Several Connecticut towns have elected to adopt a
municipal ordinance to restrict and prohibit the storage, disposal and use of hydraulic fracturing
waste.

The proposed ordinance is very similar to the ordinances adopted by Mansfield and Coventry.
Section 2 of the ordinance sets out a number of prohibited uses of the hydraulic fracturing waste
and Section 3 outlines a variety of provisions which disallow the procurement, use of or
application of materials containing fracturing waste to be used on publically owned and or
maintained roads and real property within town.

CHAPTER 9
Article 4

GAS AND OIL EXPLORATION
STORAGE, DISPOSAL, AND USE OF HYDRAULIC FRACTURING WASTE

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF WINDSOR:
Chapter 9, Article 4, of the Windsor Code is adopted to read as follows:

Sec. 1. Definitions

Asused in this article, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

APPLICATION — The physical act of placing or spreading natural gas waste or oil
waste on any road or real property located within the Town of Windsor.

HYDRAULIC FRACTURING -— The fracturing of underground rock formations,
including shale and non-shale formations, by man-made fluid-driven techniques for the
purpose of stimulating oil, natural gas, or other subsurface hydrocarbon production.

NATURAL GAS EXTRACTION ACTIVITIES — All geologic or geophysical activitics
related to the exploration for or extraction of natural gas, including, but not limited to,
core and rotary drilling and hydraulic fracturing.

NATURAL GAS WASTE:

A.  Any liquid or solid waste, or its constituents, that is generated as a result of
natural gas extraction activities, which may consist of water, brine, chemicals,
naturally occurring radioactive materials, heavy metals, or other contaminants;

B. Leachate from solid wastes associated with natural gas extraction activities;

C. Any waste that is generated as a result of or in association with the underground
storage of natural gas;

D. Any waste that is generated as a result of or in association with liquefied
petroleum gas well storage operations; and

E. Any products or byproducts resulting from the treatment, processing, or
modification of any of the above wastes.

OIL EXTRACTION ACTIVITIES — All geologic or geophysical activities related
to the exploration for or extraction of oil, including, but not limited to, core and rotary

drilling and hydraulic fracturing.




OIL WASTE:

A,

Any liquid or solid waste, or its constituents, that is generated as a result of oil
exlraction activities, which may consist of water, brine, chemicals, naturally
occurring radioactive materials, heavy metals, or other contaminants;

Leachate from solid wastes associated with oil extraction activities; and

Any products or byproducts resulting from the treatment, processing, or
modification of any of the above wastes.

TOWN — The Town of Windsor.

Sec. 2. Prohibitions

A.

The application of natural gas waste or oil waste, whether or not such waste has
received approval for use by DEEP (Department of Energy and Environmental
Protection) or any other regulatory body, on any road or real property located within
the Town for any purpose 1s prohibited.

The introduction of natural gas waste or oil waste into any wastewater {reatment
facility within or operated by the Town is prohibited.

The introduction of natural gas waste or oil waste into any solid waste management
facility within or operated by the Town is prohibited.

The sale, acquisition, storage, handling, treatment and/or processing of natural gas
waste or oil waste within the Town is prohibited.

See, 3. Provisions required in bids and contracts for construction or maintenance of

Town roads and real property.

A,

All bids and contracts related to the purchase or acquisition of materials to be
used to construct or maintain any publicly owned and/or maintained road or real
property within the Town shall include a provision stating that no materials
containing natural gas or oil waste shall be provided to the Town.

All bids and contracts related to the retention of services to construct or maintain
any publicly owned and/or maintained road or real property within the Town shall
include a provision stating that no materials containing natural gas or oil waste
shall be utilized in providing such a service.

The following statement, which shall be a sworn statement under penalty of perjury,
shall be included in all bids related to the purchase or acquisition of materials to
be used to construct or maintain any publicly owned and/or maintained road or real
property within the Town and all bids related to the retention of services to




construct or maintain any publicly owned and/or maintained road or real
property within the Town: "We hereby submit a bid for materials,
equipment and/or labor for the Town of Windsor. The bid is for bid documents titled,

. We hereby certify under penalty of perjury that no natural gas waste
or oil waste will be used by the undersigned bidder or any contractor, subcontractor,
agent or vendor agent in connection with the bid; nor will the undersigned bidder or
any subcontractor, agent or vendor agent thereof apply any natural gas waste or
oil waste to any road or real property with the Town of Windsor as a result of the
submittal of this bid if selected.”

Sec. 4. Penalties for offenses,

This article shall apply to any and all actions occurring on or after the effective date
of this article. The Town is empowered to issue "cease and desist” orders in case of any
violation of the prohibitions and provisions stated above in Section 2 and Section 3. It is
further empowered to require remediation of any damage done to any land, road,
building, aquifer, well, watercourse, air quality or other asset, be it public or private,
within the Town of Windsor. It may impose fines in any amounts it deems necessary with
any and all infractions against this article.

Sec. 5. Savings Clause

The enactment of this Ordinance shall not operate as an abatement of any action or
proceeding previously taken, now pending, or taken prior to the effective date of this
Ordinance. All said actions and proceedings are hereby ratified to be continued.

See. 6, Severability

All provisions of the Town Code in conflict herewith are hereby repealed and that if for
any reason, any word, clause, paragraph, or section of this Ordinance shall be held to
make the same unconstitutional, this Ordinance shall not hereby be invalidated and the
remainder of the Ordinance shall continue in effect. Any provision herein which is in
conflict with the Connecticut General Statutes is hereby repealed, it being understood
that said statues shall take precedence over this Ordinance.

Section 7. Effective Date

This Ordinance shall become effective ten (10} days after publication in a newspaper
having circulation in the Town of Windsor.

Subject: Accept a Sidewalk and Transformer Easement at 55 & 69 Mechanic Street
(Windsor Station)

Background
Construction of the Windsor Station redevelopment project on Mechanic Street is nearing

completion. As a part of the site development, a new sidewalk has been constructed along the
development frontage on the east side of Mechanic Street. Due {o the limited right-of-way
available, a portion of the sidewalk and a new electrical transformer are located outside of the
town right-of-way and on the private properties.

Discussion/Analysis

A formal right-of-way along Mechanic Street, from Batchelder Road north to the rail crossing at
Central Street, was established in June 2011, A standard right-of-way width of 50 feet is desired.
However, due to the proximity of the existing Freight House, the right-of-way width in that same
arca was decreased to a minimum of 40 feet in that location.

The Windsor Center Design Development Regulations promote reduced building setbacks to
improve the residential character and to create more pedestrian-friendly streetscapes. The final
location of the two buildings at the Windsor Station development is based on attaining this goal.
The locations also reflect the challenges associated with development in close proximity to the
100-year floodplain. As a result of these factors, and the resulting site constraints, a portion of
the public sidewalk was located outside of the newly established Mechanic Street right-of-way.

The Windsor Station development also required the upgrade and installation of a new electrical
transformer to serve the Mechanic Street area. Typically, the utility companies locate this type of
equipment within the town’s right-of-way; however, the reduced area within the right-of-way
prevented this and necessitated the creation of an easement. The transformer is owned, operated,
and maintained by the utility company, presently Eversource.

The proposed easement includes the area with the portion of the new sidewalk outside of the
established right-of-way and the area around the new transformer. Similar to the other sidewalk
casements granted to the town, the easement would establish the sidewalk as a public sidewalk,
with the long-term structural maintenance becoming the town’s responsibility and snow and ice
removal being the abutting property owner’s responsibility, in accordance with Windsor Code of




Ordinances Section 15-32. The easement will also allow utility company access to the
transformer.

Other Board Action

Subject: Authorize Lease Payment for 147 Addison Road
Background

In 2014, the Town Council approved a lease for warehouse space at 147 Addison Road for
relocation of the Mechanic Street public works garage operation,  As part of the FY 2017 budget
process, the Town Council approved funding authorization for the period of Tuly 1, 2016 until
December 31, 2016. The Town Council is now being asked to authorize the expenditure of funds
to meet the costs associated with the next six months of the lease.

Discussion/Analysis

Since 2014, the town has been leasing building space at 147 Addison Road for public works
related garage / storage operations. The lease term is set through December 2017 and is subject
to annual funding appropriations. In April 2016, the Town Council approved funding for the
first six months of FY 2017 while alternative space options were researched.

At this time, due diligence efforts continue on the possible acquisition of a building to house the
garage / storage operations. It is therefore being requested that the Town Council approve the
expenditure of funds to meet the costs associated with the lease of 147 Addison Road for the
period of January 1, 2017 through the end of June 2017. The base rent for the next six months is
$41,725.

In addition to the base rent, the town is responsible for a portion of the common area costs for the
property including management fees, electricity for site lighting, water expenses, snow removal,
landscaping and fertilizer, fire sprinkler system testing, insurance, and real estate taxes. These
charges are based on actual billed expenses. This amount is estimated to be $20,000,

Financial Impact
The six month lease payment, plus estimated common area charges, is approximately $62,000.

The recommended funding source for the requested expenditure is the Parks Garage Leased
Space special revenue account. This account was established utilizing the net sale proceeds from
the sale of the town property on Mechanic Street.

Other Board Action
No other board action is required.

Subject: Grant for a solar photovoltaic system

Background

The Connecticut Clean Energy Communities Program (Program) encourages municipalities to
increase their support for energy efficiency and clean, renewable energy. The Program is offered
jointly by the Connecticut Green Bank and the Connecticut Energy Efficiency Fund.

The Connecticut Green Bank recently announced that it is ending its support of the Program
effective December 31, 2016. Going forward, the Program will be administered by Eversource
Energy and United llluminating and will focus exclusively on energy efficiency. The Green
Bank has notified Windsor that it has until the end of December to accept a $13,500 grant to be
used towards the installation of a clean energy system or the funding of a clean energy project.

Discussion/Analysis

Windsor is entitled to the $13,500 grant from the Green Bank for two reasons. First, Windsor is a
participant in the Clean Energy Communitics Program. Second, the Town has eamed a
significant number of “renewable energy points.” The points are awarded in consideration of
clean energy projects completed by Windsor’s residents and businesses. Examples of such
projects are solar photovoltaic systems, solar hot water systems, fuel conversions, electric
vehicle charging stations, and fuel cells.

Staff recommends that the grant award be used to fund the installation of a solar photovoltaic
system on the roof of a town-owned building. We are evaluating installing the system at either
Hayden Station Firchouse or the Lang House at Northwest Park.

Financial Impact

Preliminary evaluation shows a 5,220 kilowatt system could reduce annual electricity costs by up
to $1,000 per year, depending on the location of the installation. Staff is finalizing its
determination of the best location for the panels. Factors considered are age of the roof, exposure
to sunlight, type of electricity account and aesthetics.




Recommendations
If the Town Council is in agreement, the following motion is recommended for approval;

“Move to authorize the acceptance of a grant award in the amount of $13,500 from the
Connecticut Green Bank, for purchase and installation of solar panel system.

4) PROCLAMATIONS/AWARDS

a) To honor past Conservation Commission members

Mayor Trinks called for past Conservation Commission members Frank Davis, Bonnie
Karkowski, Priscilla Eatherton, and Sam Hinckley to be honored for their conservation work
and presented them with blue bird boxes. Conservation Commission Chair Meg Harvey
recognized Sam Hinckley and Frank Davis.

b)  Approve expenditure of $10,000 from the FY17 Community Investment Initiative for
evaluation of historic monuments and the ancient cemetery

Councilor Jepsen MOVED and Deputy Mayor Terranova seconded to approve the transfer of
$10,000 from the Community Investment Initiative to fund a capital project entitled “Historic
Monuments.”

Councilor Jenkins MOVED and Councilor Simon seconded fo amend the motion so that the
John Mason statue be removed from the list of Historic Monuments to be evaluated.

Councilor Jenkins provided information about the manner in which John Mason lead the
Pequot War and how he lead a massacre against the Pequot community. She said he lead the
war in an extremely offensive and eye-opening manner. She said that Windsor stands for
being an open and inclusive community that welcomes all. Councilor Jenkins said the John
Mason statue is offensive to many people. Councilor Jenkins provided information about
Loomis Chafee School's recent decision to change the name of its dormitory that had
previously been named after John Mason.

Councilor Simon said the statue is in Windsor because another community wanted to get rid of
it. He said he has never liked the statue because of what it stands for. Councilor Simon said
John Mason did some pretty bad things and that while we can’t change history, we do not have
to honor it, and we should not honor this history.
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Councilor Jepsen said the motion is just to assess the monument. He asked if the intent of the
motion to amend is to simply not assess it.

Councilor Jenkins said she wants the statue removed completely, but step one is that the
statue is on the list presented tonight.

Councilor Jepsen said the assessment of the John Mason statue might prove useful if the town
wants {o remove the statue.

Councilor Jenkins questioned why the Town Council should care what condition the statue is in
if the Town plans to get rid of it on principle.

Councilor Jepsen said an assessment would be helpful if the Town wanted to sell the statue.
Councilor Jenkins said no one wanted the John Mason statue.

Mayor Trinks said he was around when the statue arrived in Windsor and that there was
controversy around the wording of it. He said he is not prepared to vote to remove the statue
without first having public input. Mayor Trinks noted that descendants of John Mason are still
living in the area. Mayor Trinks said it makes no difference to him how Councilors want fo vote
on the motion to amend.

Councilor Jenkins said there are also descendants of the Native American community. She
said this issue is about what John Mason did.

Councilor Govoni asked about Veterans Pool. Town Manager Souza said that Veterans Pool is
not included since that is considered a facility as opposed to monuments and a cemetery.

Councilor Govoni listed several time capsules and other monuments. Councilor Govoni spoke
in favor of Councilor Jenkins’ motion to amend.

Councilor Petkis spoke in favor of having a discussion at a later time about the future of the
John Mason monument.

Councilor Wilkos and Councilor Govoni spoke in favor of the proposed monument assessment.
Town Manager Souza provided a summary of the agenda item.
