2010: 3.28% decrease (due to revaluation)

Over the past five years, Windsor's average tax decrease has been
slightly more than 0.3%. On average, inflation over the same period
was approximately 2% per year.

After the Town Manager presents his budget to the Town Council in
late March, the council will begin evening meetings with various town
departments. The public is always welcome at these meetings, which are
televised on WGTV, Channel 96. Once the Town Council votes on a final
budget, it sets the date of the referendum.

The town's website, townofwindsorct.com is also a great resource for
learning more about the budget, viewing meeting schedules and keeping
pace with the process.

As you can see, creating a budget that maintains important services,
provides a good education for our children and doesn't raise taxes to
unacceptably high levels is not an easy thing to do and it simply can't
be done without citizen input. The Town Manager and the Town Council
want to know what you think as they prepare our town budget.

You don't need a background in accounting or a degree in public policy.
You do need to have enough interest in Windsor's future to come out
and voice your concerns, needs and opinions.

You can do that in a number of ways. First, you can attend any town
council meeting and make yourself heard. If you aren’t comfortable
with speaking before a group, you can send a note or email the Town
Manager or any member of the Town Council outlining your ideas and
concerns. What's most important is to be heard.
